Call to Order:
President Leah called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.

There were no corrections or deletions to the minutes of the January 2009 meeting. The budget item was omit-
ted from the January minutes and will appear later in these minutes.

The next board meeting will be March 13 at 6:00 p.m. at Diann’s home.
Officer Reports:

Treasurer's Report _ Sherrill reported that the balance in the treasury is $15,258.40 with $2,747.64 of that dedi-
cated to purchasing memory boxes. Sherrill has reviewed the audit and its findings and all is in order. Linda
Dunlap moved to accept the audit, seconded by Penni, motion carried.

Gisele will donate a copy of Quicken to ICHA.

Leah reported that a decision was made at the last board meeting to change some of the meetings to begin at
6:00 p.m. to accommodate members who work. The following meetings will be affected: March 13 at Diann’s
home; May 8 at Sherrill's home; October 9 at Jan’s home.

Pat and committee will review and propose changes to the Chapter Bylaws and Standing Rules to be in compli-
ance with SDP. The changes will be brought to the next board meeting and then to the chapter.

During the January meeting, Pat Marler, chair of the Budget Committee, presented the 2009 budget. The in-
come and expenses amounted to $11,280. The budget was accepted by the chapter with a motion from Kris
and second by Sherrill.

At the February meeting the budget was amended to add $500 to the Fundraising item for a total of $2,100 and
$500 to the expenses for Ways and Means. Sherrill moved to accept this

amendment to the original budget; Sally seconded the motion. The motion passed. A copy of the amended
budget is attached to these minutes.

Programs_ Diann and Rhonda presented an “Ornament Frenzy” to be held July 18 at Rhonda’s home. At this
event each artist will paint four ornaments taught by four different teachers. Tentative teachers are Gisele,
Leah, Sandy and Bev. One teacher at a time will teach, so all teachers can participate. The event will run for
eight hours, lunch will be served, and a good time is guaranteed.
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The cost will be $20 to $25 per artist. The signup will be at the March meeting — more details in the newsletter.

Diann reported that all is in place for the Ronnie Bringle seminar to be held March 6-8. The fee paid by the artists
will also cover lunch and packets each day. Paint will be provided. Ronnie will have her brushes for sale (25%
off) at the seminar.

Newsletter Sally reminded us of the March newsletter deadline, the last Friday of the month (2-27). She also
announced there would be a space in the newsletter that will feature painting-related items members wish to sell
or buy.

Membership_ Tana announced that we have 79 paid members. She has some printed membership lists with
her, also signup sheets for committees and refreshments. Leah passed out SDP membership brochures.

Committee Reports:

Ways & Means  Gisele and Nony spoke to us about a Bunko Party that will be held as the main fund raiser for
the chapter this year. October meeting will be only a membership event. The event will be held May 2 at the
Nampa Grange. Tickets are $15 and will be limited to 80 (total capacity for the Grange Hall). Members were
asked to donate either a salad or dessert for the luncheon and donate painted pieces to be added to the baskets.
We would like to include a small painted piece with each raffle prize. Your ticket will entitle you to play Bunko for
cash prizes, have lunch and patrticipate in the raffle. Additional raffle tickets can be purchased. Leah donated
the first painted raffle item for the Bunko Party — a tissue box with a floral design. If you donate a painted item
for the raffle, you will receive a raffle ticket. A portion of the proceeds will to go charity. Leah, Vicky and Bev will
collect raffle items. There will be ideas for raffle items in the next newsletter. Depending on the amount of
money raised, the chapter could pay for part of retreat, seminars or return money to the members in some way.

The cost will include all meals and
your room for two nights. Penni reported that there would be two classes Saturday morning and afternoon.
Teachers were asked to submit a picture next month to the committee for selection. Artists will bring their own

surfaces for the painting classes. Friday evening after Bunko, artists will be scheduled to paint any UFO
(unfinished object) they wish to bring. The theme of this year’s retreat is “Idaho Painting Gems.” The painting

challenge will follow the theme and be painted on a metal platter provided by the committee. There will be two
categories: 0-5 years of experience and over 5 years experience.
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Memory Boxes Kathy thanked all who painted last month. There were 15 boxes received at the meeting.
She said there had been no calls last month for boxes.

Historian Penni presented a short history of ICHA'’s beginnings and honored charter members who are still
members. Tana painted a beautiful plaque that was presented to each charter member currently in the chap-
ter. Charter members who are still active are: Judy Brown, Pat Cook, Linda Dealy, Betty Jo Evans, Willa
Dean Grant, Pat Marler, Donnalee Moore, Veletta Murphey, and Donna Rich. Also, members who had
served at the SDP level and as chapter president were acknowledged. Birthday cake was served to all.

Art Share Laneal thanked all who brought items to share with the group. Laneal had purchased a tiny metal
pitcher that Rosella Leach (a long-time former member) had painted. Those who participated in Art Share:
Leah, Pat, Kim, Gisele, Rhonda, Sherrill, Stephanie, Laneal, and Cindy. The theme for next month is St. Pat-
rick’s Day, but all creative items are welcome.

Website Leah will update as soon as possible.

October Meeting  Judy Cooper and her committee have a meeting scheduled and will report in March.

Christmas Party  Jan and Wanda have a committee meeting scheduled and will report in March.

Old Business:

Sherrill announced she had a list for anyone to sign who would use a credit card to pay for chapter activities.
Any fees would be paid by the card holder. Depending on the response, she will investigate and report in
March.

New Business:

There was extended discussion on what charity to support and how to do it. Rebecca spoke of supporting
the Assistance League of Boise; Nony talked about Breast Cancer research; and Gisele suggested we sup-
port the Ronald McDonald House of Boise. All agreed that all were worthy causes. Pat moved to allow a por-
tion of the proceeds from the Bunko Party to be donated to Ronald McDonald House in Boise, Sherrill sec-
onded; moation carried. This charity announcement will be printed on the tickets for the Bunko Party.

There was further discussion about charitable donations. Gisele moved and Bobbie seconded that a box
would be available at the meetings for members to make donations of panties, socks, diapers, formula, femi-
nine products, etc. The motion passed. The Women'’s Crisis Center was discussed as a charity to receive
the donation but no decision was made.
