The Painterôs Caddy was chosen for the September seminar. If you have not seen this piece 
you can view it in Heidiôs gallery 2 at www.HeidiEngland.com. This will be a 3 day project, 
Sept. 26, 27, 28, with a cost of 141.00 for all 3 days plus your surface. The surface for Heidi 
Englandôs paint caddy will be supplied by the Tole Shed and the cost will be $137.80. The 
caddy will be constructed of poplar and Baltic birch. If you plan on ordering this surface you 
will need to do so at the May 17

th
 meeting or before. A deposit of $70 will be due at order 

with the remaining $67.80 due at the June 14
th
 meeting or before. You are not required to or-

der this surface and may paint on any surface you wish. 
 

At this writing we have only 12 people who have registered and paid a deposit for Heidiôs 
seminar. The $141.00 cost for this seminar was based on 20 paying students. If we do not 
have 20 registering then the seminar will have to be cancelled or those registered would 
have to pay to cover all the expenses. With only 12 registered that would be an estimated 
$231.25 per person. Remember if you voted for this project you were making a commitment 
to take the class.
