Use any surface you have, 
itôs a chance to be creative.

Smoked Pearl                                              Cornflower                     Hair Dryer  

Your regular painting supplies and brushes. 

Mop brushes, including very small ones. 

Stencil brushes (if you have).  Donôt purchase just for this. 

Specialized brushed:  The teddy bear is stippled:  I used Loew Cornelle stippler brushes.  The 
size of the brush depends on the size of your teddy bear. The snowperson is scumbled.   

I used stiff fabric brushes, and my LC stippler brushes.  Old scruffy brushes are perfect.  You 
need small ones to get in tight places.  I will bring the star stencils that I have, but also bring 
your own star stencils if you have any, especially if youôre doing something big.
