Now is the time for submitting your project for 2008. To ensure an exciting painting year for
2008 we need a variety of projects to vote on in January. Fortunately for us our group is filled
with talented and enthusiastic members like you. Please bring a sample of your finished
project idea or a good picture and description to the meeting on January 19th.

If you have not submitted to teach for chapter before, the list of tips and guidelines below will

help you have a successful experience!.
Teacher submission guidelines and suggestions
e Student fees for classes are $7.50. When planning your class, the timeframe for the class should not
exceed 4-5 hours for completion so that we can expect to finish up by 3:30.
¢ The class fee covers teacher fee, line drawing and prep instructions. If you do not plan to complete the
project, photos and step-by-step directions will need to be provided.
e [f you charge a supply fee, decide what it will include: i.e., kit of supplies, photos, directions, etc..
(You will need to estimate this amount before the January Meeting.
When selected:
® You will need to make sure that you get your class dates in the newsletter by providing the newsletter
person with information about your class, pictures, surface sources, etc.
® You are responsible for sign-ups for your class, so you should plan on attending the meeting before
your schedule class (or arrange for another member to do this for you)
¢ Plan to have available sign-ups and collection of class fees 2-3 meetings before your class (3 will be
necessary if you are collecting for and providing surfaces or kits)
e Plan to be at the class until 4-4:30 on the day of the class
For Voting in January
e Plan to have your pieces to the meeting for display no later than 8:30 a.m.

¢ Plan to fill out a sheet about the class listing the following:
O Source or price of wood piece (you will need to decide if you are going to provide
the surface)

directions, surface, etc)

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Memory Box Prep for class by Julie Cloud

Teddy Design by Shelley Prior

Modified by Julie Cloud to teach on 1/18/08

Supplies:

Usual supplies and brushes

Your favorite stipple brush — I use a china bristle brush (large and small) (it has a tan
wooden handle with white hairs)

Varnish

Sense of humor

Treats for the teacher---no not really—teacher is not supposed to be eating treats!

Palette (Delta):

Black

White

Pigskin

Burnt Sienna

Spice Brown

Ivory, Light buttermilk (or some light color such as this)

Burnt Umber

Some sort of green for the daisy stem

Moon yellow or some yellow for the daisy....pigskin would work.

A base and shading color for the bow (maybe the same as your background color or your
daisy)

The colors listed are older and you may not have them so just bring three shades of brown to
stipple the fur. Heck, you could even make the fur your favorite color such as shades of pur-
ple!! This little bear can be whatever your heart desires...don’t stress out—it will be fun!
Prep before class

Basecoat the box outside top and bottom in a pastel color. Using a color from the list above
or one you plan to use put a design (daisies, stippling, stars, clouds, checks, stencil design,
comma stroke, vines/leaves, etc.) around the box bottom. You can go ahead and varnish this
as this is all we will do.

Stipple in the center on the top of the box where the design will go lightly with a lighter
color than your background. The design measures 6 % tall by 5 2 wide so stipple the area a
bit larger than that.

If you have the inside of your box painted and varnished I think we can complete the outside
top and varnish it and turn in that day...maybe.

You can trace on the design during the meeting.

Call to Order: President Sandy Halasz called the meeting to order at 9:06 AM.

Kris Hennis moved that the October 13, 2007 minutes be approved as read. Anita Mutchie seconded and the motion
carried.

Sandy thanked Penni and Darlene for arranging snacks and beverages for today’s meeting. Thanks also to all who
brought treats and to Darlene for arranging our meeting place.

Kris Hennis showed the pieces brought for today’s raffle. Sherrill Clark painted a floral plate.

Officer Reports:

Secretary — Judy Cooper: No report.

Membership — Diann Williams: We currently have 98 members with about half paid for 2008. There are ten new
members, several from Spokane Valley. Remember to pay your Chapter dues now because after January 1* they
increase by $5.00. Also, remember that national dues need to be paid by December 1 or the fee increases. It is a
requirement that you belong to National in order to be a member of a local chapter.

Treasurer’s Report — Cindy Frendt: Cindy reported a beginning balance of $9823.65; income of $2332.20; and
expense of $2654.42 for an ending balance of $9501.43. The General Fund balance is $5079.15; Memory Box Fund
balance if $2747.64; Events Fund balance is $1674.64 (2006 Retreat surplus of $1285.16 and 2007 Retreat surplus of
$389.48). The October meeting brought in $1171.50 from the silent auction and $280.70 from the garage sale.

The Chapter took a loss of $415.24 on the Lynne Deptula Seminar because some members who signed up did not
attend. How this is handled on future seminars will have to be addressed.

Newsletter — Gisele Pope and Rhonda Curry: The newsletter needs to go out before the Christmas Party. Gisele
must have any articles by Wednesday with no exceptions. The next newsletter won’t go out until late January.
