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FUNKY CANVAS BAG i MARCH CLASS, March 15

Supplies needed:

carry. Back wall.

Paints and textile medium will be supplied (We will use Deco
Paints and Jo Sonja paints, but if you have a brand you like
more, please bring them and use them)

Pretty or funky fabric for inspiration from your collection

Your old painting brushes or fabric brushes work great
Good liner brush

Good shading brush

Good brush for the size of checkers you want on bird
Sharpie permanent marker, fine point

Basic painting supplies; paper towels, water basin, etc>

TIP: Cut and insert cardboard for each of the large back pockets of the bag to give support
while you are applying the pattern and painting the bag

Make a vellum pattern for transferring the pattern to the canvas. Use dark graphite paper to put
the pattern on you canvas. It can be a little tricky on the canvas, so apply pressure to the vel-
lum and graphite but try not to ruin your pattern. After you lift the pattern off, take a pencil and
sketch in some of the lighter lines so you can see them. NOT TOO DARK!

If you have not signed up and would like to
take the class it is not too late. You still have time, but Harbor Freight is down to 6 bags. GO
get your bag!

Artists are asked to submit
their classes to be voted on March at the meeting. Classes must be adaptable to a variety of sur-
faces. Each artist who attends retreat and takes a class will bring her own surface for painting. The
mini-classes will be painted on a clay pot, a CD and a light bulb. These classes are also open to
submission by teachers.

Sunday morning breakfast will be highlighted with the revealing of secret sisters followed by a Betty
Jo presentation.

There will be a pizza pan challenge during the retreat. Each participant is asked to paint a pizza
pan featuring one of the seasons i spring, summer, fall, winter. There will be prizes for this event.

This year teachers will be paid a set fee for their classes, depending on the cost of the supplies and
the number of artists taking the class. Teachers will know prior to the retreat how many have
signed up for the class.

Sally will take money for the registration i payment can be spread over three months. All monies
must be in by the May meeting. This will enable the committee to have the secret sister papers and
prep instructions to the participants at the June meeting. This saves a good deal of postage money.
