I received the available dates for the Scheewe weekend and they are May 7-9 (Mother’s 
Day), May 14-16 & 28-30. May 21-23 is open but that is National Convention. She also said 
that June was pretty open as well. Please be thinking about what weekend you feel might 
work best for our membership. As a reminder the weekend is 2 ½ days of painting, 5 projects, 
for $1000 plus surfaces. We have to have a minimum of 20 to commit to taking this seminar 
to schedule. I will have the project pictures at the October meeting  
 
Monthly Paint-ins for 2010 
It is hard to believe, but it is already time to think about projects for next year. We had great 
submissions for 2009 and I look forward to seeing what our members present for 2010. While 
the submissions we received for 2009 were fantastic we relied heavily on a small number of 
teachers with multiple submissions. We really need more members to enter the teaching ring 
so we don’t burn out those we have relied on for so many years. If you are nervous about the 
prospect of teaching I am sure that any of our members who have taught would be more than 
happy to help out someone new who is willing to take the challenge. I am including the sub-
mission guidelines for your reference. 
 
Teacher submission guidelines and suggestions:   
· Student fees for classes are $7.50. When planning your class, the timeframe for the class 

should not exceed 4-5 hours for completion so that we can expect to finish by 3:30 p.m. 
• The class fee covers teacher fee, line drawing and prep instructions. If you do not plan to 
complete the project, photos and step-by-step directions will need to be provided. 
• If you charge a supply fee, decide what it will include: i.e., kit of supplies, photos, direc-
tions, etc.. (You will need to estimate this amount before the January Meeting). 

· • Plan to have your pieces to the meeting for display no later than 8:30 a.m. • If you cannot 
attend, arrange for another member to bring them for you • Plan to fill out a sheet about the 
class listing the following: 
1.  Source or price of surface (you will need to decide if you are going to provide the surface)  
2.  What medium is used (watercolor, paint type, other craft listings)  
3.  How long the class will take  
4.  Supply/Kit fee: what is included will need to be listed (be sure to include picture, directions, 
surface, etc) 

When selected: 
• You will need to make sure that you get your class dates in the newsletter by pro-
viding the newsletter person with information about your class, pictures, surface 
sources, etc. 
• You are responsible for sign-ups for your class 
• Plan to be available for sign-ups and collection of class fees 2-3 meetings before 
your class (3 will be necessary if you are collecting for and providing surfaces or 
kits) 
• Plan to be at the class until 4-4:30 on the day of the class.

Call to Order:   President Leah Luper called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m. ��

The only guest was Sandy Oldham who renewed her membership after an absence of a few years.��

Sandy Halasz moved to accept the minutes as printed and Penni seconded, motion carried.��

Officer Reports��

Treasurer:  Sherrill gave the financial report.  Current balance is $14,326.90 with the memory box 
total of $2,747.64.��

Communications:  Pat read thank you letters from Jane Benson and the Ronald McDonald House. ��

Programs:  Leah recognized the volunteers who made the Ornament Frenzy event such a success. 
Diann reported the cost of the event was $380 and that many of 35-40 who signed up did not attend.  
Those who attended completed their ornaments and had a great day.��

Diann thanked all who had exhibited and demonstrated at the Western Idaho fair. The participation at 
the fair far exceeded previous years.  Leah and the attending chapter members thanked Diann for all 
her efforts in the chapter’s success at the fair. Next year’s theme is “Barnyard Ball.”   ��

Diann also reported that the Peggy Harris seminar is scheduled for March 2010.  The projects will be a 
raccoon, gold fish, zebras and frogs.  Diann will have a final cost in November but it should be no 
more than $40-$50 per day. 

Diann has been in contact with Susan Scheewe, but there is no confirmation of the May-June 2010 
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dates for that seminar. The Maxine Thomas seminar has been postponed.��

Leah reported that she had seen watercolor artist Mark Polomchak at the HOOT convention and had 
emailed him to see if he would have a seminar date available in late 2010.��

Newsletter:  Sally reminded us that the deadline for submitting items to the newsletter is Friday, Sep-
tember 25, 2009.��

Membership:  Tana reported that there are currently 84 members and that dues ($15) for 2010 can be 
paid now.��

pital nurses how much the boxes are appreciated by those who receive them.��

Sunshine:   The July and August birthdays were announced and the names placed in the raffle draw-
ing.��

Ways & Means: Bev Canty reminded us to buy raffle tickets for the painted cabinet.  Proceeds will go 
to the Chapter.  Drawing will be in December. She suggested each member should volunteer to take 12 
tickets to sell – ticket sales are not doing well.��

Art Share: Laneal was amazed at the number of projects displayed for art share at the meeting.  She 
presented certificates and ribbons (she had made) to all who had participated in any fair.  Many, many 
of those pieces, along with the awards won were in the display.  Julie and other members suggested that 
members consider entering the Canyon, Boise, Gem and Payette county fairs.  Many of these venues 
have minimal entries in their decorative painting categories.��

Laneal challenged all members to bring special pieces for the October meeting.  She would like to show 
the progression of excellence from first-painted pieces to current-painted pieces.  This will allow guests 
to see where an artist started and where she is currently.  Gail, Sherrill, Pat Marler and Nancy volun-
teered to help Laneal set up the display.��

Sandy Halasz, Barb Williams and Julie Cloud 
will teach these sessions.  There will be demonstrations on faux finishes, stenciling and textures.
